Discussion of Rebuilt by Michael White and Tom Corcoran: A handout comparing St. John Vianney
and The Church of the Nativity was distributed. We need to decide on what areas we’d like to focus. Fr.
Daly might take a group up to mass at The Church of the Nativity to get a sense of the preaching and
music used there. We should also check out their website and the live streaming of their Masses.

Church of the Nativity is bucking the trend — they are rapidly growing. We need to make church matter
and something that people want to attend.

We need to revitalize the Nursery and concentrate on young families. In the past there was a struggle to
find adult volunteers for the Nursery.

Lisa Zecca noted that the Chesapeake Church has a great youth group. We need to tie in the spiritual
aspects with the fun youth activities.

Possibly hold a Sunday evening mass for the youth with different preaching and music but there needs to
be a buy in from the parish. We need something that speaks to the young adults (22-35) as well.

Al Perpuse noted that we are a stable parish which is getting older and has a couple of generous donors.
We have over 200 volunteers that give more than two hours of their time each week.

Do we have a way to welcome visitors? Should we present our visitors with a small gift?

In Rebuilt they focused on the Christmas and Easter visitors. How do we get these people back?
